MESSAGE FROM

FATHER MIKE
ESSWEIN

Dear Friends,

With this being the Solemnity of the Baptism of our Lord, it brings to
an end the Season of Christmas. We recognize how Jesus’ baptism
marked the end of His private life at home and gave way to his public
life of announcing the Good News of Salvation to the world.

On the day each of us were baptized we were ‘plunged into’ the life,
death and resurrection of Jesus and bathed in the love and grace of
God which won for us the forgiveness of original sin and charged us
with His mission to announce the Good News with our lives. By our
baptism our own personal timeline is dramatically transformed
whereby our death will no longer be an end but, instead, an event that
opens us to an eternal timeline that is ever greater and fuller than we
would have ever known before. On the day we were each baptized, we
were born into the beginning of eternal life. The day you were
baptized, arguably, is more significant and eternally more important
than the day we were born.

So...do you know the day of your baptism??? It’s a good day for you to
know and celebrate! If you do not know your baptismal date, see if
you can find out and discover what it is!?!

I think it was last year sometime when an individual was visiting
Annunciation for Mass and she had brought with her a bulletin that
had been printed in 1971. She explained to me that this bulletin had
been special to her mother as it had listed a family member as one of
the Mass intentions that week. Her mother had kept this bulletin in a
memory book for nearly 50 years and when she, the daughter, happen
to be going through it she recognized that my name was also listed in
that bulletin and she wondered if it was in reference to me. Well, it
turned out that it was! This bulletin that listed her family member
under the Mass intentions, also listed those children baptized that
same week, and I happen to be one of those two children! How fun is
that?! So that bulletin from April 4, 1971, which had once been special
to her mother and which she had kept for nearly 50 years, was given to
me as a gift. And, now it’s special to me!
