ESSWEIN e

frmikeesswein@goannunciation.com

Dear Friends of Annunciation,

Our church was beautiful during the Advent and Christmas seasons and I am grateful for everyone

who helped get us ready to celebrate those holy days by cleaning, decorating, singing, greeting, serving and
being a liturgical minister of the Word and Eucharist. Thanks to the many individuals who also participated
in the set up and clean up of the gym for Christmas Eve and the children who had a part in the Gospel
reenactment. Through all of this it was easy to feel the presence of Emmanuel, God with us!

As we move into Ordinary Time this year we will hear Jesus proclaiming the Good News to us as told by

the Gospel of Saint Luke. Our Sunday readings are part of a three year cycle of Years A, B and C. In Year A we
listen to Saint Matthew, in Year B Saint Mark, and Year C Saint Luke. We also hear periodically from Saint
John in all three years.

By now you have heard me speak about the international, online television series, The Chosen. Watched by
millions around the world, this past fall we had Sunday Movie Nights where we watched season one of the
series.

During these weeks of Ordinary Time when it’s really cold out and many are
looking to still isolate themselves until this next variant runs it’s course, I would recommend for everyone to
watch season one of The Chosen so that when we begin season two in the first week of March, we could watch
season two together as a parish. I think it would be a great experience for Lent , as well as a lot of fun!
